We provide capacity‐building skills training to 20 Maya 
women’s cooperatives throughout rural Guatemala. Our four program areas are: 
Artisan and Product Development; Democracy and Team Building; Health and Well‐
Being and Small Business. 
 
In December 2010, we initiated a Maya Women’s Center & Fair Trade Store, located 
in an historical building in downtown Panajachel. The Center houses a cooperative 
Fair Trade store, resource library, community space for meetings and special events, 
and provides a departure point for tours to the women’s communities. 
 
The Marketing and Sustainable Tourism Volunteer will be part of an exciting 
new initiative to grow the organization’s sustainable tourism project, associated 
with our Maya Women’s Center & Fair Trade Store.
